Each half term, children will receive their homework leaflet, that outlines their weekly homework, plus their half-term project focus. The project can be completed over the course of the full half-term and brought into school when completed. Across the school year, the projects will focus on a variety of areas of the curriculum, linked to our class topics, allowing the children to express their thoughts and ideas, in their own creative manner. Weekly homework and spellings will be sent out on a Tuesday and is to be returned to school on a Monday. 

Each week, children should aim to complete: 
· Practise of their weekly spellings, which can be found in their homework wallet and on their class page, via the school website. Spelling Shed is a platform the children have access to for practising their spellings.

· Reading aloud of their take home reading book or Read Write Inc book. If your child is on the RWI scheme books will be sent out on Thursday. All other books will be set on Tuesday.

· Children may work on their project focus in their own time. The focused project is due at the end of the half term.
